Your views on Proposed Permit Parking Scheme for Edward Road E17.

Public Consultation 3rd October to 31st October 2011

Waltham Forest Council is carrying out a public consultation to seek your views on a proposal to introduce permit parking controls in the southern section of Edward Road.  The proposed new Permit Parking Scheme is shown on the attached plan. 

Background

In order to prioritise local residents’ and business parking, the Council is considering introducing a Permit Parking Scheme in areas where commuter or non-resident parking is an issue.  Your area has been identified as an area where parking has become a problem.  In view of this, the Council seeks to consult locally to determine whether there is adequate support for the area to be included in the 2011/12 Controlled Parking Scheme Implementation Programme.
The southern section of Edward Road is surrounded by the existing Blackhorse Road (BR) and Market West (MW) permit parking zones and as such is subject to overspill parking from these zones.  Blackhorse Road station is also located within a short walking distance and attracts commuters to park in Edward Road, making it increasingly difficult for residents and businesses to find a parking space.  The Council has therefore received a number of requests for permit parking from local residents who experience parking difficulties due to non-resident and commuter parking. 

The Council has carried out parking demand surveys, which have shown that there is parking congestion in your area.  

Benefits

When unacceptable levels of parking congestion take place it is difficult to find a parking space in the southern section of Edward Road.  In addition, a number of safety issues may occur including;

· Parked vehicles at junctions reduce drivers’ visibility and obstruct pedestrian footway crossings.

· Vehicle crossovers narrowed down by closely parked vehicles.

· Inconsiderate parking along the road and at junctions increases response time for the emergency services. 

The introduction of a Permit Parking Scheme within your area will consist of the provision of permit bays in addition to the rationalisation of parking restrictions surrounding Coppermill Primary School potentially making parking easier for local residents and businesses as well as improving safety and accessibility for all road users.  
How will the scheme operate

· The parking permit scheme will operate from Monday to Saturday 8.00am to 6.30pm. 

· No parking controls are proposed on Sundays.

· The parking bays will be marked on the road to define parking areas and all the residents will need to apply and obtain parking permit from the Council to park within these bays.  This will prevent non-resident parking within your area, thus a space will be available for residents.  

· Loading and off loading is allowed from these bays for those who do not have a parking permit.  For example deliveries, meals on wheels etc.  However, the loading / offloading vehicle should be attended all the time. 

· Blue badge holders will be able to park within the bay and no need to obtain another permit. 

· Restrictions on the school keep clear markings outside Coppermill Primary School will be reduced.  The new restrictions will cover 8.00 am – 10.00 am and 2.00 pm – 4.00 pm allowing visitors to the school and residential properties to park here outside of these times.

Residents who have one car (900cc) will only pay £22.50 for a year based the CO2 emission rate. The table below shows the annual charges depending the engine size and CO2 emission rate. 
Proposals for consultation

Your views on our proposals are important to us and therefore, the Council would like to hear your views in introducing a Permit Parking Scheme to control commuter parking from Monday to Saturday, between 8.00 am and 6.30 pm within the area shown on the consultation plan.  Explanation for permit parking is attached with this letter.

What is Permit Parking Scheme?

A Permit Parking Scheme provides for parking places to be designated for residents, their visitors and local businesses subject to the display of an appropriate permit.  Yellow line parking controls operate during specific times of the day and the operating hours are displayed on signs at every permit parking place in the designated area and at the zone boundaries. 

Civil enforcement officers enforce the parking controls by issuing a penalty charge notice to any vehicle that does not display a valid parking permit or voucher during the operating hours or parks on a yellow line restriction.

In a Permit Parking Scheme, parking is allowed during specific hours of operation only if you have a permit, use visitor permits or pay to park in the ‘voucher’ parking spaces located close to shops and businesses.  People commuting to the area or who live in neighbouring boroughs will no longer be able to park on residential streets.

Disabled Blue badge holders can park indefinitely in permit parking places and for up to three hours on single and double yellow lines if there are no loading restrictions.

People dropping off/picking up children at school can apply and purchase a school permit, which allows 15 minutes parking near the school.

Operating Hours and Days

The duration of parking controls in existing Permit Parking Schemes vary across the Borough.  In the adjacent permit parking areas, the restrictions operate Monday to Saturday 8.00 am to 6.30 pm.  In your area it is proposed for restrictions to operate during the same times of Monday to Saturday 8.00 am to 6.30 pm.

During the hours and days of operation residents and businesses need permits to park in the permit-bays.  They also need to provide short-stay permits for their visitors.  Outside these times, permits are not needed.

Have your say! Tell us what you think!

Some residents in your street have requested a Permit Parking Scheme.  Hence, we would like to know whether other residents within the area support to the scheme.  We would like to hear any comments that you would like to make about the proposal.

The consultation results will help us reach a decision on whether to proceed with a Permit Parking Scheme.  Permit parking controls would be implemented only in roads or areas where a majority of consultation responses are in favour.

Please allow some time to look at the information provided.  Your thoughts and comments are important to us and every response will be carefully considered.  If you have any comments, please let us know what you think by filling in the enclosed questionnaire and return it to us Freepost before Monday 31st October 2011.

                        The results of the consultation will be logged, analysed and presented to Councillors for a decision on whether or not to proceed with a Permit Parking Scheme. 

                           The Council will write to you again to advise of the results of the consultation and to inform you of the decision made. 

Parking permits

If the Permit Parking Scheme goes ahead, all residents and businesses would need to apply for a parking permit, which allows them to park during the operating hours of a Permit Parking Scheme.  The cost of a residents’ permit is reviewed annually and dependant on whether the household has one, two or more cars and the amount of CO2 the car emits.  If your car was registered before 1st March 2001, or its CO2 emissions are not known, its engine size is used (see table below).  Resident Parking schemes are not funded from Council Tax or Business Rates.  The permit charges are designed to cover the cost of running the scheme and enforcing the restrictions. 

The annual cost of the first resident parking permit for most family cars was reduced in April 2010 from £45 to £30 and subsequent reviews have not resulted in an increased cost.  If there is a surplus in parking income the Council can only spend it on highway related improvements, this reduces the potential burden on Council tax payers for these services.
